Review of the definition of the primary 16 spiritual gifts

Support Gifts = Used to Serve
Leaders- have vision & motivate the rest of the church

              -They are to be diligent and full of zeal

Misconceptions:

· The do so naturally- example (Moses)

· They handle details and time naturally - example (Moses)

· Followers always affirm the Leaders’ vision

· Leaders must always be good speakers


Administration allows and individual to:

· Appreciate the vision set up by the leader

· Comprehend the big picture of the vision

· Oriented towards details, not the abstract

· Works best in task-oriented relationships
Service and Helps

With regards to instructions.......
Service = Jumps in and takes care of it (does not need instruction)

Helps = waits for instructions

W/ regards to resources....
Service = Makes decisions to secure resources

Helps = Waits for someone else to provide resources

W/regards to motivation...

Service= to complete the project

Helps= to please the person helped

W/regards to relationships.....

Service= short-term, likes to work on a variety of projects

Helps= long-term, likes to develop deep relationships with person being helped.

Giving

· Goes beyond giving a tithe

· Gives freely

· Has pure motives; without fanfare

· Gives gifts of high quality and more often to projects rather than individuals

· Have a heart for missions

· Want their gifts to be administered well, but usually not interested in being involved with church finance

· Never attachs strings to their gifts
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
